                                        GENERAL INFORMATION AND RULES 

 

THIS IS AN ALL LADIES FISHING TOURNAMENT WITH 2 DIVISIONS GUIDED/NON-

GUIDED. ANYONE WHO HAS GUIDED IN THE LAST 2 YEARS OR IS CURRENTLY 

WORKING AS A GUIDE WILL BE CONSIDERED IN THE GUIDED DIVISION. ANYONE 

WHO HAS PREVIOUSLY FAILED A POLYGRAPH TEST IN ANY FISHING 

TOURNAMENT WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO FISH. 

*GUIDES, HUSBANDS, BOYFRIENDS, FRIENDS ARE PERMITTED TO DRIVE BOAT 

BUT CANNOT FISH IN EITHER DIVISION. THEY MAY “COACH” IN CASTING BUT 

CANNOT CAST OR HOOK FOR THE LADY ANGLERS. THEY CAN BAIT HOOKS AND 

REMOVE FISH. THE LADIES MAY ASSIST EACH OTHER WITH CASTING, HOOKING 

OR REELING IN OF FISH. 

 

Captains meeting Friday October 12th at 7pm at Bayshore Park 2700 East FM 646, San 

Leon, Texas 

      At least 1 person per team must attend captains’ meeting.                     

This is a TEAM tournament consisting of 2 to 4 members per team. Kayak and Wade 

fishing teams are allowed but must always stay within 100 yards of all team members. 

NO EXCEPTIONS 

 

You may leave dock at 6am 

There is a strict 2:00 pm cutoff for weigh in, teams must be in line with catch at 2:00 

pm at Bayshore Park 

Cost per angler is $80.00 if pre-registered and paid prior to September 1st, 2018. 

Afterwards cost will be $100.00 per angler. Only anglers pre-registered and paid will 

be guaranteed t-shirt with gift bag and dinner ticket. 

 

This is a 5 fish stringer that can consist of Redfish, Flounder and Speckled trout with 

no more than 2 trout over 25” and no more than 2 Redfish on team stringer. All fish 

are slotted as per TPWD. No oversized Reds will be accepted. Stringer fish CAN BE 

used for BIG FISH POT however TEAM MUST CHOOSE BIG FISH. Weigh Master 

will not choose big fish for you. TEAMS CAN ONLY PLACE 1 TIME PER 

CATEGORY. 

 

Only fish caught the day of tournament during tournament hours are eligible. Any 

team attempting to weigh in fish deemed illegal will be disqualified  

 

Absolutely no pooling or sharing of fish with other teams will be allowed 

 



     All fish must be caught with a rod and reel. 

 

     All participates MUST have a valid Texas fishing license with saltwater stamp. 

 

All federal and state rules and regulations apply according to TPWD regulations. 

Sportsmanship, courtesy, safety and conservation are expected from all participates. 

Fishing areas are the Galveston Bay complex from Roll Over Pass to San Luis Pass, 

including beach front and piers within boundary.  

 

In case of a tie first catch weighed in will be deemed winner 

 

     All decisions made by director and weigh master will be final. 

 

CASH PRIZES will be paid for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place stringers 60/30/10 in both 

divisions 

 

A single $100.00 bonus each will be awarded to the heaviest Redfish, Flounder and 

Heaviest Trout in both divisions 

A single $300.00 bonus will be awarded for heaviest legal slotted mystery fish TBA at 

Captains meeting 

 

There will be a big fish pot held during the captain’s meeting where the teams will 

have the opportunity to purchase side pots for their boat/team 

Slots will consist of: 

Heaviest Redfish $50.00 Heaviest Trout $50.00 Heaviest Flounder $50.00 

 

Prizes will be paid out in 1st, 2nd and 3rd places at 60/30/10 in each division. 

 

Your catch is yours to keep after weighing in and is your responsibility 

 

ALL WINNERS ARE SUBJECT TO POLYGRAPHING  

ANYONE WISHING TO MAKE A DISPUTE AGAINST ANOTHER TEAM MUST DO SO 

BEFORE 2:30! THE PERSON BRINGING FORTH DISPUTE WILL BE HELD 

RESPONSIBLE FOR TESTING COST (300.00) IF POLYGRAPH TEST IS FAILED ALL 

MONIES WILL BE RETURNED, SO BE SURE!
